“Article VI – Officers and Election

2. Officers shall be elected at the June meeting of each year when a Governor is elected and shall hold office for four years or until successors are elected.”

The proposed version reads as follow:

“2. Officers shall be elected at the June meeting in even-numbered years and shall hold office for four years or until successors are elected. In order to provide continuity of leadership, officers will be elected in alternating elections (effective June 2012).

During the gubernatorial election year, the Chairperson, the Township Vice-Chairperson, the Assistant Treasurer, and the Recording Secretary will be elected.

In the alternating even-numbered year, we will elect the Borough Vice-Chairperson, the Treasurer, and the Corresponding Secretary.”

The rules of our by-laws state the following, in order for us to vote on this at the next meeting:

“Any proposed amendment must first be introduced at the regular meeting prior to the regular meeting at which it will be submitted for a vote. After being introduced the amendment must be reduced to writing and delivered, mailed, or e-mailed to all members at least five (5) days prior to the meeting at which it will be submitted for a vote.”
